For our recent errors, we sincerely apologize.
Forgive us in the spirit of Easter!

Until the infamous slap at this year's Oscars, Will Smith has enjoyed
a long standing admiration from his global audience who see him
as amiable, charming and collected. However, his response to Chris
Rock's unpalatable joke about his wife, Jada Pinkett Smith has
somewhat battered his image among a circle of his audience who
are of the opinion that he went too far.

What is most unfortunate about the incident is the fact that, that
singular act, wrinkled his win as the Best Actor Oscar for his role in
"King Richard’; which was meant to be a highpoint for him, as the
“Slap” became the major highlight of the 2022 Oscars.

In addition, he has resigned from the Oscars Academy and will not
be attending the Oscars, or any of its events/programmes for the
next 10 years.

That slap could have been avoided, if only Smith had his eyes
peeled on the most significant activity for the day. At least, he
admitted this, while referencing Denzel Washington in his speech
after winning the Oscar. Denzel had told him: "At your highest
moment be careful, that's when the devil comes for you." In order
words, stay focused on the price, less you fall.

In the same vein, Sterling Bank lost focus on what mattered most
on Easter Day, which is the celebration of the resurrection of Jesus
Christ, all in the bid of creating a disruptive ad. The bank is currently
battling to save face after their offensive ad which compared the
resurrection to the rising of "Agege Bread"

The lesson from both mishap centres on the need to stay focused
as brand owners and managers. In addition, while disruption is a
welcome development, understanding the market and being
sensitive to the market for which you are creating a message, will
go a long way to prevent unnecessary misunderstanding of the
brand.
